3. Speak with gentleness

Gal 5:22 But the fruit of the Spirit is . . . 23 gentleness 

4. Don’t talk too much. 
Gal 5:23  . . .and self-control.

5. Share your ideas 

Eph 4:29 Do not let any unwholesome talk come out of your mouths, but only what is helpful for building others up according to their needs, that it may benefit those who listen.

6. Don’t be rude.  

1Cor 13:5  Love is not rude.

7. It’s OK to disagree  

Prov 18:17 The first to plead his case seems right, Until another comes and examines him.

8. Don’t get easily offended 

Phil 4:5 Let your gentleness be evident to all. The Lord is near.

9. Keep short accounts 

Eph 4:3 Make every effort to keep the unity of the Spirit through the bond of peace.

10. Don’t turn the meeting into a gripe session
Phil 2:14 Do everything without grumbling or arguing.
